Directions to the Piscataway
Regional Day School

From 287 Northbound: Take Exit
#5 at Dunellen (Route 529).

At light at end of ramp make left
onto Stelton Road. We are located
approximately two (2) miles south.
The entrance to the ESCNJ campus
is on the right 1/10 of a mile south
of the Ethel Road light. After you
enter the campus, turn right.

From 287 Southbound:

Take Exit #5 at Edison (Route 529
South). At the light at end of ramp
make right onto Stelton Rod.
Proceed as above.

From Route 1:

Exit at Plainfield Avenue. Travel
north approximately 2.2 miles
(toward Piscataway — Plainfield
Avenue becomes Stelton Road) pass
the Edison Job Corps Center on
your left. The entrance to the
ESCNIJ campus is 1/4 mile north
(on the left). After you enter the
campus, turn right.
